1997 We added a Spanish curriculum for students in 1st Grade and above.

2002 We added Computer classes and began to expand our Technology program.

2004 The school added several modular buildings, including facilities for an Extended Day 

program as well as a half-day Early Childhood program.  A fully-equipped Computer 
Lab and expanded Library were also opened.  New classroom facilities allowed us to 
offer two first grade classes. 

2005 Our first Middle School class opened. 
2006 A new building to house Middle School classrooms and a fully-equipped Science 

classroom was purchased and renovations began. 
2007 The first eighth grade class graduated.  
2008 St. Clare School sponsored and launched a Mothers Day Out program. Our Middle 

School took its first trip to Washington, D.C.

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We have completed our Middle School expansion, and St. Clare of Assisi Catholic 
School now looks to the next milestones along our path. 
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We will continue our plans for achieving two full classes per grade level. As we grow, we 
will seek funding for the development of new, permanent structures. These structures will 
include an auditorium, cafeteria, and gymnasium, as well as ample space for our 
extracurricular classes and activities.  

In 2006, we applied for and received a grant of $11,000 from The Houston Endowment 
through St. Thomas University. This grant was for specialized lab equipment to bring our 
new Science classroom into alignment with standards set by our local Clear Creek 
Independent School District.  We continue to apply for foundation grants and have also 
expanded our very successful fund-raising Scrip program. Annual “Star Gala” proceeds 
have increased nearly fourfold in the last five years. 

As our student body grows and matures, we will continue to maintain the highest 
standards in the resources we provide our students. In addition, the development of our 
athletic, theatre, arts, and music programs will continue to keep pace with other 
Archdiocese of Galveston-Houston Catholic schools.  

Our teachers are arguably among the finest in Clear Lake. As we grow, we are also 
striving to give them the newest and best technological assistance, the finest classroom 
materials, and the best professional training we can. Our investment in our teachers 
yields an even greater investment in our children.
